As an aggressive initia-
tive to increase the viability
of PACS and diversify their
business activitics to make
(hcm vibrant economic enti-
ties at village level, a
committee with representa-
tives of NABARD, State
Cooperative Banks,
Vaikunth Mechta National
Institute of Co-operative
Management (VAMNI-
COM), National Council for
Cooperative Training
(NCCT) etc. was formed by
the Ministry of Co-opera-
tion, Government of India to
prepare draft model bye-
laws for PACS. The draft
model bye-laws were circu-
lated to all the States/Union
Territories, Ministries, De-
partments concemed in
Government  of India,
NABARD, NAFSCOB,
State Cooperative Banks,
District Cooperative Banks
etc. on Ist July, 2022 for
their suggestions/inputs.
More than 1500 suggestions
were received by the com-
mittee from all the
stakeholders, which were
suitably incorporated in’ fi-
nalizing the model byclaws
and circulated to all con-
cemed Secretary (Co-
operation) and RCS of all
States and Union Territories
for needful action.

The model byelaws will
enable PACS to diversify
their business activities into
than 25 sectors (agriculture
& non-agriculture, credit
and non-credit), thus con-
verting them into Multi-
Purpose Primary Agricul-
tural Credit Societies (Bahu-
Uddeshiye PACS). Some of

model bylaws for PACS
(Primary Agricultural Credit
Societies), wherein the PACS will be
allowed to expand and diversify their
businesses. A Primary Agricultural
Credit Society (PACS) works at the
grassroot level with gram panchayats
in villages.
It aims at uplifting the lives of
approximately 13 crore Small and

Marginal Farmers (SMF) by providing
them with short-term and medium-

term credit facility along with
providing essential agricultural
supplies and marketing services.

The PACS do not stop at these, butalso
fulfils basic domestic requirements of
its members by providing sugar,
kerosene, grains, etc. But these
commercial activities of PACS are
constrained by the existing bylaws,
many of which are decades old and
require revision and because of this,
PACS cannot continue to run
profitably by earning income from
these limited sources. Thus, in order to
address this issue and to transform the
95000 PACS across India into vibrant
economic entities, the Ministry of
Cooperation under the leadership of

Honourable Minister Mr. Amit Shah
constituted a committee with
representatives from NABARD, State
Cooperative Banks, Vaikunth Mehta
National Institute of Co-operative
Management (VAMNICOM),
National Council for Cooperative
Training (NCCT), among others to
prepare and upgrade the bylaws for
PACS.

These updated bylaws, also known as
model bylaws, will focus on
converting the present style PACS into
Multi-Purpose Primary Agricultural
Credit Societies or Bahu-Uddeshiye
PACS by enabling them to diversify
and branch out their businesses into
more than 25 sectors. These sectors
encompass various activities such as
extending credit facility (short,

medium and long term); distributing
fertilizers, pesticides, seeds, etc.;
fisheries, dairy, poultry, fish/shrimp
farming, and farming of all types of
farm animals such as chicken, sheep,
goat, pig, etc.; providing farm
machinery and equipment; custom
hiring centres; floriculture;
beekeeping; silk production;
production, collection, grading,
cleaning, packaging, branding and
marketing of all types of agricultural
products; food processing; storage
facility including cold storage and
warehouses; community centres,
among others.

The Ministry of Cooperation has
further expanded its vision to include
hospitals, education sector,
LPG/petrol/diesel dealership, Bank
Mitra or business correspondence,
insurance facility, data centre, locker
facility, etc. under the ambit of new age
PACS. Furthermore, the Ministry has
decided to computerise the PACS
using a common software which will
standardise the functioning of PACS
on a national level, consequently,
bringing in transparency and efficiency
in its operations.

Therefore, these Bahu-Uddeshiye
PACS will metamorphosise the rural
India by functioning as a single-
window and multi-service agency,
ultimately, contributing towards the
comprehensive development of
agriculture and rural economy in India.
